Use ARTbibliographies modern to find:

® references to articles, and other material, on performance art and installation works,
video art, computer and electronic art, body art, graffiti, artists’ books, theatre arts,
conservation, crafts, ceramic and glass art, ethnic arts, graphic and museum design,
fashion, and calligraphy, as well as traditional media including illustration, painting,
printmaking, sculpture, and drawing

® |inks to full text for selected articles.

Tips:

® Select Advanced Search.

® Construct a search using synonyms.

® Use the subject/artists field to focus the search.

® Use * to find variations of a word eg feminis* finds feminism, feminist.
® Use * to find spelling variations eg col*r finds colour, color.

® Save marked records as .txt file and import to EndNoteX1 via filter file.
